AKC ANNOUNCES APPROVAL OF NEW POLI CI ES ON HARDSHI P AND DNA TESTI NG 
 
New  York, NY *  The Board of Directors approved two important policies that have potential 
ramifications for all fanciers during the May 2002 Board meeting. The changes, regarding the 
current "hardship policy" and the procedure for requesting DNA testing, were instituted in 
response to customer requests and will improve AKC's registration services and preserve the 
integrity of the registry. 
 
The Hardship Policy 
The hardship policy, instituted in 1983 and revised in 1995, involves the registration or 
transfer of dogs by innocent third parties, in cases where the parentage of the dogs and/or 
litters is not in question. The 1995 changes had proven difficult for innocent third party dog 
owners to meet, and the Board has responded to their concerns by adjusting the policy to 
make it more equitable.  The new Hardship Policy, effective immediately: "When a breeder 
(seller)  has been charged, placed on referral or suspended, AKC will consider transfer and 
registration of dogs and litters owned by innocent third parties. The buyer must provide 
dated documentation (such as a cancelled check or veterinary records) that show the dog(s) 
was acquired before the breeder (seller) was charged, placed on referral or suspended. The 
parentage of the dog or litter must not be in question, and all other requirements for 
registration must be met." 
 
Request s for DNA Test ing 
The Board also recognized the need for customers who question the accuracy of the 
recorded parentage of any litters and/or dogs to have an established procedure available to 
verify parentage through the use of DNA testing.  New policy on DNA Testing in Response to 
Customer Complaints, effective as of July 1, 2002:  "Occasionally, customers request that the 
AKC require other customers to have their dogs DNA tested because they suspect false 
certification(s) as to the correct parentage of dogs or litters. These cases usually arise when 
one of the parties involved refuses to cooperate by having their dog(s) DNA tested in order 
to satisfy the suspicions/concerns of other parties.  Such complaints must be presented to 
the AKC in writing, specifying the nature of the allegations, and must be accompanied by a 
$500 fee. I f the allegation is sustained, the deposit is returned. I f the allegation is not 
sustained, the deposit is forfeited and becomes property of The American Kennel Club. AKC 
will work with customers to make corrections where possible.  Under the terms of this policy, 
in cases where the parentage is proven to be incorrect, the responsible parties will be billed 
for the DNA processing costs and correction fees.   Registration services will be placed on 
hold until payment is made.  In cases where parentage corrections cannot be made, the 
necessary cancellations will be processed. The AKC disciplinary procedures will apply to 
exclusions discovered as a result of this policy." 
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From [ ACAmail]  High Volume Breeders Commit t ee 
  

Some of you have expressed an interest in issues the High Volume Breeders 
Committee is discussing. I  just came back from a meeting of this committee in Columbus. 
Most productive meeting we have had to date.  At this point we are basically on a fact finding 
mission and to this end have visited brokers as well as commercial outlets. We will visit 
breeders at future meetings. Remember that high volume is defined as those who breed 
seven or more litters a year. Not just the commercial community. The committee is trying to 
come up with recommendations to raise the bar, not lower it. We are not trying to embrace 
the commercial interests, however we cannot ignore them. Basically, as AKC has done 
for decades, if they can meet our standards and abide by our rules, we will register the 
puppies. The interesting thing we have learned is that there are commercial entities out there 
who do things AKC should have been doing years ago! What a humbling experience that 
is!!!!!!!!!!!!!! 
 
We are talking about such things as: DNA, care and standards requirements, the creation of 
a breeders department at AKC, the creation of an "elite breeder" category. What this last 
might entail is if a breeder meets certain health, housing, socialization, DNA, microchiping, 
perhaps quality, health testing etc standards, and agrees to yearly inspections, they could be 
given a "quality breeder" designation. Also, the creation of an 800 number hotline where the 
public can get info on health, training, behavior, breeding etc. Possibly a tiered registration 
structure. All of these things are under discussion and certainly not fleshed out. I f any of you 
have any suggestions or thoughts I  would be happy to forward them to the committee. Try 
to be positive:) This is intended to make AKC better, not worse...............
